Description: This project is intended to provide a High Occupancy Vehicle (HOV) Lane in each
direction along the I-605 Freeway from I-10 to the I-210 (approximately 5.5 miles).

Cost: To be determined

Status: This project is in the Strategic (Unfunded) section of the Draft 2009 LRTP, and is in the
pre-planning stage. A Project Study Report is yet to be completed on this project.
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Highway Projects

71 Freeway Completion

Description: Beginning at its northern terminus at the Kellogg Interchange complex in San Dimas to a
short distance south of Holt Avenue in Pomona, SR-71 is a traditional four-lane freeway. From that point
and through most of Pomona (for approximately 1.8 miles), it becomes a four-lane expressway with at-
grade intersections, which are often signalized. Just north of the Rio Rancho Road exit, all aspects of the
highway return to freeway standards in its alignment, lane width, pavement, barriers, access, etc. This
project is intended to close this existing gap in the freeway system by converting this section of SR-71 to a
traditional freeway. This project is being completed in two segments:

e Interstate 10 to Mission Boulevard
e Mission Boulevard to Rio Rancho Road/State Route 60

A description of each segment is provided below.

Interstate 10 to Mission Boulevard

o Description: This project replaces the current bridge structure with a wider structure and widens
the roadway to provide an additional mixed flow and High Occupancy Vehicle (HOV) lane in each
direction. This Project is being completed in conjunction with the companion project and the
current Mission Blvd/State Route 71 Interchange Project currently under construction by the City
of Pomona.

e (Cost: To be determined. The LRTP includes a budget of $115 Million (escalated).

e Status: This project is in the Constrained (Funded) section of the Draft 2009 LRTP. The project is
in the design phase but design has been suspended when it was determined that construction funds
were scheduled for the later years of the 2001 LRTP. Metro is supportive of City of Pomona’s
efforts for Caltrans to revise the project report with an alternative that could save costs and
possibly advance the project schedule. The project is scheduled for opening in 2027.

Mission Boulevard to Rio Rancho Road/State Route 60
e Description: The project widens the roadway to provide an additional mixed flow and HOV lane in
each direction. This project is being completed in conjunction with the companion project and the
current Mission Blvd/State Route 71 Interchange project currently under construction by the City

of Pomona.
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Description: The ACE Construction Authority is a single purpose construction authority created
by the SGVCOG in 1998 to mitigate the impacts of the 70 miles of mainline railroad in the San
Gabriel Valley. The ACE Project consists of multiple construction projects including near-term, low
cost mobility improvements that encompass safety upgrades and grade separations. The project
components are as follows:

o Safety improvements at 39 crossings.
e (Grade separations at 20 rail crossings, resulting in 22 grade crossing eliminations.

Cost: Safety improvements, first 14 grade separations: $1.102 billion
Remaining six grade separations: Under study

Status: The ACE Project is included in the Baseline Section of the Draft 2009 LRTP. ACE has
completed Jump Start safety improvements at 39 crossings. Construction is complete for the first
five grade separations, and underway or funded for the next 5 of 20 planned grade separation
projects. The remaining 10 grade separations are partially funded by 2006 State Transportation
Bonds ($336 million) and Metro’s Measure R ($400 million).
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
