coyote activity in their neighborhoods.

As coyotes are more active in the community there are a couple of things that
you should NOT do in case you encounter one in your neighborhood. One of
the main reactions you should not take is running away from the coyote
because this can trigger their predator-hunting instinct. Instead, stand your
ground and maintain eye contact. Coyotes should not be approached, they can
be admired at a distance, and never intentionally leave any type of food source
available to them, as that would encourage them to return. Coyotes can
become defensive when they are with their pups, so its highly recommended to
leave them alone. When hazing coyotes, make sure they have an escape route
and dont let them feel trapped.
