• Charge Ready Program split into two phases:
- Phase 1/Pilot: Minimum 1,000 EV chargers over 24 months following

PUC approval
- Phase 2: Following Phase 1, up to 29,000 EV chargers, for 48 months
- Market, Education & Outreach efforts throughout both phases

• SCE filed an application for both phases. A Final Decision for the Pilot was
issued on January 14, 2016. Phase 2’s application will require later
CPUC approval based on lessons learned from Pilot.

• The Phase 1 Pilot was closed to new applicants on January 3, 2017.
SCE’s focus for 2017 is gaining remaining customer commitments, and
designing and constructing customer sites.
